This work has been rescheduled to Friday, July 21 with an earlier start time due to high temperatures.  

Starting at 5:00 a.m., Fraser Crossing Partners will be pouring concrete as part of the ongoing work on the Royal Avenue 
overpass. This early morning start, during the coolest part of the day, and then working continuously ensures the structural 
integrity of the approach slab (the transition between the roadway pavement and the overpass structure). 

Crews will begin set-up at approximately 4:00 a.m. Nearby residents may hear noise from concrete trucks and heavy 
equipment starting at 5:00 a.m.  

Concrete trucks will access the work area via Royal Avenue and McBride Boulevard. Traffic control personnel will be on site to 
assist with access.  
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
